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The Need:

A practical approach to the creation of
effective policy and planning interventions for
Improve transport and land use planning in
cities in the world’s low and middle income
countries (LIMCSs).

Requires a theory of urban change that is capable
of addressing both the generic patterns of
urbanization in the LMICs as well as the locality
specific ones.




“Urbanization is a complex and long-
term social and physical process.”

Urbanization and complexity:

The settlement of socially diverse populations in densely
populated urban places.

The planning challenge:

Creating a governance context that permits us to address the
housing, employment and urban service needs of socially diverse
urban populations.

Governance in the context of urbanization:

Determines the effectiveness of the planning process that shapes
land use and transport in the rapidly urbanizing city-regions in the
world’s low and middle income countries (LMICs).

The Terms of Policy Debate:
Modeling Reality

The dominant debate of the last several years —
bureaucracy vs. markets — is an irrelevant
distraction.

It is an ideological debate with origins in the
Global North that has been imposed on the policy
and planning process in the Global South.

Urbanization is neither the textbook idealized “free
market” nor is it a Weberian bureaucracy.

The Challenge: Create a realistic model of
actual governance in growing city-regions.
